e Creates lifelong opportunities and fosters an appreciation of other languages and
cultures.

In February, intermediate schools that offer the Late French Immersion program will hold their
annual Late French Immersion Information Meeting. Parents/Guardians and students are
encouraged to attend these sessions in order to be able to make an informed decision about this
six-year commitment.
